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REPORT OF THE FIRST EASTER GATHERING. 

Held at Sibford from Thursday, April 13th to Tuesday, April 18th, 1922.

MORE than ' 
a hundred Old Scholars appeared at the 

Easter Reunion this year and had the opportunity of com­
paring it with '.he I-,"cvious Gatherings held at Whitsun. 

The London and Birmingham trains brought most of them on 
the evening of Thnrsday, April 1 3th (lucky 1 3th, of course!) 
�tnd in a short t ime chp station rO::ld was filled with Old Scholars 
calling greeting to re-discovered friends over a tangle of suit 
cases, hockey sticks, and ::Ill the awkward things that have to 
be taken on such journeys. Rain, we had been told by some 
optimist, was not expected ; but it came, and helped to welcome 
the first well-laden bus to Sibford. There is a thrill about 
arnv1l1g at the Sch:lol, even on a dark moist evening, that is 
('omparable with our enthusiasm as scholars for "breaking-up 
day." 

How splendid it was to see Mr. and Mrs. Harrod and all 
our otl�er Sibford friends again after nearly two years ! And 
what a real welco!11e they gave us ! After more greetings and 
a few tumble over other people's luggage, we hurried off to 
.. bag" beds, according to ancient custom, and found it indeed 
delightful to set up residence in the old dormitories again. 
After staking claims to our satisfaction we assembled in the 
dining room for supper. Besides large appetites we had a great 
capacity for talking, and it was quite a babble upon which the 
Secretary had to break in with his first batch of announcements. 
As a preliminary he attempted to spread gloom by references 
to buses and return trains for the following Tuesday, but his 
audience refused to telieve in such things. We were then told 
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what were our various offices. The "Carvers," headed by C. 
E. I3rady, were appointed ; and those with a taste for catering, 
plus a supply of patience and good nature, were delegated (t) 
arrange pic-nics. We were inviteJ to describe our parlour tricks 
to Arnold Kaye and Edna Quinton, that evening re-unions 
might be enriched. I t was intimated that law and order in  
the  dormitorie� would be  maintained by such capable persons 
as Ethel John50n (girls' dormitories), Arnold Kaye (boys' 
dormitory), and Harry Stevens  (Go\'ernor of Paradise). Old 
Scholars were asked to suppress any desire to assault their 
neighbours with pillows, and it  was impressed upon us that for 
the first four nights "lights out" would be at II o'clock, fol­
lowed by silence till the rising bell. We trust that if there were 
any offenders they received suitable punishment. 

The Science room was so well disguised with flags and 
flowers and evergreens that it was hard to ir.1agine it as having 
been anything else but a comfortable, warm sitting-room full of 
snug chairs. Our gratitude certainly went to the painstaking 

" transiormers." whoever they were. The Art room, set apart 
for those who cared to smoke, was also used as a temporary 
art gallery. having on its walls some of the pictures of Mr. 
Hi les, a local artist. They were all charming, and one won-
dered covetously if one or two would be missed . . . . . .  But honesty 
prevailed ! 

We crowded into the sitting-room for our first reunion, and 
in between songs and somewhat noisy chatter, attached our­
selves to our label5 by order of J ane Sabin. 



Some of us felt too excited to sleep that first night, but at 
any rate there was a punctual appearance at breakfast on Good 
Friday. 

With the morning came better weather, and we took advan­
tage of it to commence the Hockey Tournament. Teams repre­
senting six different localities were chosen, and the players not 
included in these teams were grouped into two more, the 
" Nomads " and " Nondescripts. " Favoured by sunshine, 
pleasant company and jolly games, we enjoyed Sibford almost 
at its best, and the morning went happily along. In the after­
noon, with still l.etter weather, the footbal1 match, S.O. S.A. v.

The game was interesting and even amusing to watch, par­
ticularly as it was the first of its kind ever played. Several of 
the local players have been opponents of the School for years 
past, and they came in  for their due share of applause. Perhaps 
the chief object of sympathy and encouragement was the S.O.  
S.A. goalkeeper, a player fast approaching the veteran stage. 
He was often surrounded on the one hand by footballers, and on 
the other by photographers, who were waiting for him to be 
charged over! Sibford eventually won by 3 goals to nil .  

Less strenuous games were played in the evening, when 
quite a large number entered for the Ping-pong tournament ably 
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supervised by Wilfrid Pollard. Edward R.  Angel, whose quick 
stroke was sometimes bewildering to onlooker , and possibly to 
his opponents, came out as winnc". 

The day closed with another re-union held in the Lecture 
Hall, which some of us persisted in calling "the Gym." A 
wealth of talent was available, and the rendering of Sacred 
Songs and other i tems was greatly appreciated. 

On Saturday morning we had Ih", unllappy experience of 
seeing the S.O. S.A. Hockey team badly beaten by S ibford, 
whose team was a skilful one and deserving of victory. But 
the score-IO-o-looks rather painful in print, even allowing for 
the absence of several star players who were expected to play, 
but were not available. "Ve consoled ourselves, however, by 
reRecting that most of the local team were members of the 
S .O. S .A . ,  and that it was kindn�ss on our part in not beating 
players \\'ho had survived the whole season without defeat.

A windy tramp to Compton Wynyates in the afternoon was 
enjoyed by all in spite of the sun's reluctance to shine on the 
Castle. For tca we perched ourselves like sparrows on the wall 
by the stables, and waited for the motor to bring provisions. 
It was a pleasant meal, especiaIJy when others were persuaded 
to wait upon us. Time for exploration was short, but a party 



did find time to be ied round tFie Castle before returning to the 
lIusiness mecting. Before the business came up for discussion 
Mrs. Harrod delivered her Presidential Address. Those who 
were absent at Easter will be able to read the Address in this 
Report, and share in the pleasure given by our President. 

We missed the usual Concert given by present scholars, but 
someone had decreed an evening re-union in fancy dress, which 
proved a complete compensatic,n. We were requested to appear 
at Supper in our costumes, and it was amusing to watch timid 
masqueraders pause at the dining room door, duck their heads 
and bolt down to the first vacant chair. Disguises were varied ; 
some were decor:l.tive, others quaint, and some were delightfully 
funny, because so improbable. There were fearsome brigands 
In red blankets, an almost convincing pair of "present 
scholars," a little Red I ndian from " H iawatha ,"  and many 
others whose originality and effective disguise will be remem­
bered. There was a touch of frivolity in the proceedings, but 
no lack of appreciation of the entertainment provided. 

Mr. Chairman Brady requested all masqueraders to come 
forward in turn, each one to announce what he or she hoped to 
be mistaken for. A few shy ones escaped the ordeal, but after 
the chairs were put back we had an opportunity of seeing every 
one. The evening, both as a novelty and on its own merits. 
was regarded as a great success. 

Sunday was, alas! full of rain,  and for most part of the 
day the .. menne of Sheep-ford " wended little further than the 
sitting-room. At Meeting there was, as always, a feel ing that 
that peaceful hour was utterly detached from the rest of time. 
that in  ten years the Meeting would be, in spirit and appear­
ance, as it was that Easter Sunday ; as it \\'as when we were 
scholars. 

It was unfortunate that the afternoon rambles had to be 
confined to an occasional race through puddles on the promen­
ade, but we contented ourselves

library. Old group photos were scrutinised, and confirmed some 
of our worst fears as to what we looked like in earlier days. 

After a quiet afternoon we welcomed and enjoyed the re­
ception and tea given by Mr. and Mrs. Harrod in the Lecture 
Hall. Later on the Hall was arranged for Evening Meeting, 
when the Headmaster gave an address on' school discipline and 
changes in methods of teaching. So clearly did he present the 
subject that wc were able to see, some of us for the fi rst time, 
the teachers' point of view, and also to realise the important 
place that Sibford always occupies in  the mind of the Head­
master. 

.\fterwards followcd our reunion-just a quiet hour with a 
fe\\" sacred songs anJ opportunities for interesting conversation. 

On Monday morning we appeared in our former disguises 
so that photographs might be taken. After we had amused 
ourselves by taking photos of each other, and, i f  we didn't 
possess cameras, posing gracefully for those who did, a solemn 
hush descended, and a reflex camera arrived, followed by its 
owner, the Secretary, who wanted to take a coloured photo­
gr�p.h. We arranged ourselves and waited, then did some more 
waILIng until ,  with much advice from those near by and a few 
scathing remarks from those safely out of reach, the infernal 
machine was fired at us. Then came Mr. Harrod and a still 
lal'gcr camera, and we settled ourselves once more. One sup­
poses we looked something like an open air circus, judging by 
the wonderment on the faces of passing villagers. 

We then went to change, and appeared as honest citizens 
fOI' the official group photo. There was considerable difficulty 
in arranging Old Scholars in front of the'school, and the back 
rows had, roughly, one chair to stand on for every three feet; 
and those individuals thus situated had to act as props to more 
unfortunate ones perched up behind on window ledges. One or 
two . were left clinging to the ivy, hoping that the force of 
gravIty was a myth! 



Immediately after the pllotogr<tphy one of the London teams 
played the Nomads in the final of the hockey tournament. The 
game was a fierce oue, and as no goals had been scored at 
Utime," an extension of ten 1l1inute each ,,'ay \vas given, re� 
suIting in one goal being scored by the Nomads. 

As soon as possible we started for "Vhichford "Voods, that 
favourite pic-nic place. Some energetic people went off at a 
good pace on the long route via Rollright, but the majority chose 
the field and stream way. Mr. Long' Ford deposited the 
cherished tea urns and edibles at Whichford, and Mrs. Harrod 
and other volunteers carried them to our tea-site. The proces­
sion aroused the curiosity and speculation of various small 
villagers, who evidently mistook Mrs. Hart'od for a retniler of 
pans and brushes! One small boy was asked if his mother re­
quired any kettles mended, but as far as is known, Mrs. Harrocl 
was not entrusted with any damaged kettles or mangled teapots. 

Following lunch the time was spent rambling in the woods, 
which, though rather d<tmp, looked yery beautiful \\·ith the after­
noon sun shining through the hazpl branches. Ten "'as arranged 
in a little lane in tbe village, and again n suitable wall was 
found for us and our tea cups. "Ve were also lucky in havinl:( 
Mrs. Harrod, �Iiss Sharp and J ane Sabin to comfort us with 
good things to eat. 

Many paths lead to "Vhichforcl, apparently, for parties of 
stragglers "'ere constantly nrriving from \'arious dir('ctions. We 
returned to Sibford in good time, arrivinlZ at the school happy 
and mu'l:ly and very enthusiastic. 

The Concert began as soon as could he arrang('d, uncler the 
able chairmanship of Miss Sharp. Songs gi\'en by R. Br'ock, 
E. Quinton, 'V. Bl'nnett, Fmma Roy, R. Herbert, <lnd others, 
were much enjoyed; and a sketch entitled "The New Film," 
intro-llIced by Hnrry Stc\'l'ns anti r('hearsed during th(' week­
end, was intensely funny, and caused murh Inughtcr. The act­
ing was excellent-in fact, so well did Mr'. Thor-pt" play the part 
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of the callous doctor, :lI1d his brother the undertaker, that one 
quite shivc,-('d at the thought that he might one day elect him­
self as school surgeon! Thc sketch was a skit on cinema plays. 
and with the exaggerated gestures, absence of speech, and its 
caricatures of cinema types, it was a good imitation. 

"Ve werc fortunate in having with us several very fine 
singers, but tbey got rather ovcrworked \\'ith our demands, so 
that it would be really t;nselfish and public pirited if a few 
others would learn to play, say, the trombone, oboe or big drum 
by ncxt Old Scholars' Gathering! At the close of the Concert 
we adjourned to the dining room for coffee and biscuits, return­
ing for an informal last re-union. 

The chief items were " Forty Years On" and" Auld Lang 
Syne," and they were sung with customnry zest_ And theo 
started the inevitable farewells ,,-hich alw<lys lend a touch of 
sadness to these gatheri ngs. 

Taking advantage of a slightly extended time limit, a num­
ber of Old Scholars went as far a Tyne IIill, sang a few songs, 
attempted some rounds and returned to the Elm. Old favourite 
songs were revived, and we rashly promised to learn fresh ones 
for next year. Thus with singing and a few more " do-you-re­
members," we arrived rapidly at bed-time, and a reluctant start 
was made for the school, some of us with thoughts already of 
"Vhitsun, 1923! 

During the long ,,-cek-cnd one naturally mnde comparisons 
with \Vhitsun_ The glorious sunshine and long light evenings 
were missed, but we gained very much in extra time and left on 
Tuesday without that scrnmbled feeling of having crammed 
three hours into every sixty minutes. But pven with more 
leisure wc may sometimes forgN, so easily runs the organisa­
tion, how much timc and trouble and clearing up is necessitated 
by our visits. Those responsible ahY<lYs escape the limelight, 
but we should like them to know thnt wc ar-e not ungrateful.

PROCEEDINGS OF A.NNUAL MEETING, 

Held at Sibford on Saturday, April 15th, 1 922. 

Charles E. Brady was unanimously elected to the chair. 

1. Mrs. J .  T. Harrod, President for the years 1 920-22, 
delivered her Presidential Address, at the conclusion of which 
the Chairman expressed the deep appreciation and thanks of the 
meeting. 

2. The minutes of the last Meeting, as printed in the Report 
for 1920, were taken as read, and were confirmed. 

3. Telegrams and other me' 'ages of greeting from numerous 
absent Old Scholars were read. 

4. The ecretary ga\'e a brief report of the two years' work 
of the Association since Whitsuntide, 1 920. 

5. In the absence of the Treasurer (Percy Hodgetts), Arthur 
B. Oddie gave details of the Financial Statement for the years 
1 920-22. It was proposed by William Mold, seconded by Wilfrid 
Pollard, and unanimously resol\'ed that the accounts be adopted 
subject to audit. 

6. James T. Harrod gave a lengthy report of the School's 
progress and prospects. He dealt particularly with the matter 
of Government recognition, suggested alterations to premises, 
and the numerous interests engaged in by the Scholars. 

7. The Secretary reported that arising out of a minute of the 
meeting held in 1 91f, the ub-committee thereby appointed had 
considered "arious designs for an .0.5 . .'\. Badge. He dis­
played the design favoured by the majority of the sub-committee 
and gave the quotations obtained for manufacture in gold, silver 
and bronze. 
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Cordial approval was given of the design submitted and the 
Secretary wa authorised to receive orders and to have the re­
quired number of badges made. 

8. Harry Stevens brought forward a suggestion that special 
ties should be made for members of the S.O.S.A. ,  and he sub­
mitted several colour schemes for inspection. 

Arnold K8ye proposed, Ethel John on seconded, and it was 
unanimously decided that the sugge tion be carried out. A 
sub-committee, consisting of Harry tevens, ,\rnold J. Kaye, E. 
S. Pickering and the Secretary, was appointed to consider de­
signs and having decided on the most suitable, to proceed with 
the making and distribution of the ties required. 

\). Aris ing out of minute 10 of last meeting the Chairman 
read the draft Constitution and Rules of  the S.O.S.A. ,  which 
had been drawn up by the sub-committee appointed for the 
purpose. No criticisms being made or alterations suggested, it 
was proposed by Edward R. Angel, seconded by Lena Williams, 
and carried unanimously-That the drafts submitted by the sub 
committee be adopted as the Constitution and Rules of  the 
Association. 

10. M rs. J .  T. Harrod proposed that in view of Henry 
Tan'er's long association with Sibford School as garcll,ncr. and 
of the regard in which he is  held by a!l Old S�holars, he should 
be made an Honorary Life Member of the S.O. S.A. Robert B. 
Oddie, in seconding the proposition, spoke appreciatively of  
Henry Tarver's work for the School, and of his useful influence 
with the boys and girls. The proposition was carried with 



acclamation and it was decided to invite .. Henry " to the Easter 
Monday Concert, so that the Honorary Membership could pub­
licly be conferred upon him. 

11. It was regretted that the present scholars were absent 
from School during the gathering, and that for the second year 
in succession they had seen nothing of S.O. S.A. re-unions. The 
meeting felt that steps should be taken to get into touch with 
present scholars, particularly those who are about to leave, so 
that they might feel the interest which Old Scholars take in their 
welfare. The Headmaster k indly intimated that he might be 
able to invite a cricket team of Old Boys to play the School at 
WhitsuntJide. 

12. As the School Honours Board, presented by the S.O. S.A. 
in 1910, needed certain re-painting and additions, the Secretary 
was authorised to arrange for the work to be done. 

13. The meeting was asked to express its views on the suit­
ability of holding future re-unions at Easter or at Whitsuntide. 
Some were in favour of Easter owing to the extra time avail­
able, but the majority voted strongly in favour of Whitsuntide 
when the weather is more settled and when present scholars are 
able to join in certain of the functions. The hope was therefore 
expressed that the School Committee would issue the next invi­
tation for Whitsuntide, 1923. 

14. The election of Officers then took place. 

William Mold, Ethel M.  Sharp and Ismay Nutter-Scott 
were elected members of the Committee in place of the retiring 
members, M rs. L. E. Gitsham, Frank Elliott and Mrs. J .  
Berrington. 

Jane Sabin and Mrs. J. T. Harrod were re-elected Local 
Secretaries. 
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Charles E. Brady as Representative on the School Commit­
tee, Robert B.  Oddie as Editor of Memorials and Arthur B. 
Oddie as  Honorary Audito,·, were all re-elected. 

Henry Lawrance and Lena \ViIliams were appointed Secre­
taries of the London Branch. 

Edna Quinton and Annie Hodgkiss were appointed Secre­
taries of the Birmingham Branch. 

Henry J .  Randall was re-elected Honorary Secretary. 

A letter was read from Percy Hodgetts tendering his resig­
nation as Treasurer owing to pressure of work and other re­
sponsibilities. The meeting regretfully accepted the resignation 
and instructed the Secretary to thank P. Hodgetts for his many 
years of enthusiastic work on behalf of the Association. 

Henry J. Randall was appointed to fill the vacancy and thus 
assume the dual office of Honorary Secretary and Treasurer. 

Mrs. Harrod, the retiring President, proposed Robert B. 
Oddie as her successor. Edna Quinton seconded the proposi­
tion, which wa unanimously carried amidst much applause. 

The proceedings then terminated. 

Since Easter, R. B.  Oddie has been compelled through ilI­
health to resign his position as President. Frank W. Snow, 
who previously declined the Presidentship owing to his business 
ties, has now accepted the Committee's invitation to serve and 
he is therefore President for the year 1922-23.

PRESIDENrIAL ADDRESS. 

Delivered by MABEL T. HARROD, B.A., President, 1920-1922. 

Some Old-Time Boarding-Schools. 

I 
KE�iP in the garage of my fancy, a handsome and commodi­

ous Time-accelerating M achine, built after H. G. Wells' 
model, and whose chauffeur i I magination. The engine 

is at the present moment throbbing, and the motor" on tip-toe" 
for a run. 

"Viii you then climb in without delay, and allow yourselves 
to be whirled back to the early twenties of the past century, 
that we may renew OJr acquaintance with some of the school­
masters and school-children, creations of Our great Novelists of 
a hundred years ago; and discover if we can, what advances we 
have made, what mistakes corrected, what improvements ac­
complisheJ, since those good old days, or dark ages, shall we 
rather pronounce them? 

:)ur first call is at the Grey Friars' School in London, one 
of the typical Public Schools of the time, where for three centu­
ries the foundation of all education had been the Classics­

.. pendennis," 
by 

Tbackeray. 

"those shibboleths of the British Academic 
"'"orld "; so that our budding aristocrats at 18 
years of age, were launched into public l ife, 
able indeed to write a l ittle Greek prose, and 

compose a few Latin verses, and with a vast(?) 
knowledge of the past glories of Rome and Athens, but almost 
entirely ignorant of our national history, and of ihe work of our 
greatest dramatists; and ludicrollsly unable to express them­
selves intelligibly in their own language. 

Here we find our young friend i\rthur Pendennis at 16 years 
of age, just promoted to a coat with a tail, ancl watching 
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anxiousiy for the first appenrance of his whiskers; a truthful, 
generous boy, the idol of his mOlher's heart, but averse from his 
youth, to fighting, physic and Greek Grammar. Here he stands 
in front of the portly Doctor, who is conducting a class io 
Greek drama; he attempts to construe, but miserably blunder­
ing, brings upon himself the wrath of the Doctor :-"Pendennis, 
you are a disgrace to the school, a candidate for ruin in this 
world and perdition in the next. A boy who construes .. de .. 
" and" instead of "but," at sixteen, is guilty not merely of 
folly and ignorance and dullness inconceivable, but of crime, of 
deadly crime, of filial ingratitude which I tremble to contem­
plate. Go on, sir, and I warn you that the yery next mistake 
you make, shall subject YOll to the punishment of the rod." 

How keenly Pen, with his insatiable love for English novels, 
plays, and poetry, would have appreciated the free life at Sib­
ford, with no fighting, no physic (\\'ell, hardly any), and no 
Greek Grammar. 

And for Latin, one sentence only we hold as a precious 
pos,ession, and an urge to effort through life :-" Da mihi scire 
quod sciendum est," which, freely translated, may run, 

" In the quest for the best may I ever find 
The juice of the orange, and leave the rind." 

Our next call is at Chis\\'ick ;\[all, where the majestic Miss 
Pinkerton, aided by visiting masters and frigid governesses, 
trains 24 young ladies in the accomplishments. Here we meet, 
the rich parlour-boarder, Miss Schwarz; the gentle and amiable 
AmE'lia Sedley, who "can sing like a lark, spell as well as a, 



Jixionary itself, and has twelve intimate and bosom friends;" 

" Vanity Fair," 
by 

Thackeray. 

and the clever but in ubordinate Becky Sharp, 
the articled pupil, who has the .. dismal pre­
cocity of poverty, " and a miserable l i l lle room 
in a garret. To her the silly chat and scandal 

of the older girls and the rigid formality of the 
school are unbearable; in this cloister-like security her l ibido 
is  bottled up, and her pecul iar nature repressed and stunted. 

No hockey at  Chiswick Mall ; nothing so vulgar as games 
and romps, so unladylike as high jumping, and potato races, in 
the halcyon schooldays of long ago ! One scarcely dare contem­
plate how great would have been the shock to j\] iss Pinkerton's 
nerves, had she seen our merry girls in the ubiquitous gym­
tunic, and heard their shout· and laughter in class-rooms, 
"rampant in the license of evening recreation , "  or on the play­
ing field, with shin-guards, sticks and ball, adroit ly dribbling 
and passing and scoring goals, in a .. mixed " game of hockey. 

We hear a great deal in these days of the importance of 
Purposeful Production in our schools, in order that children may 
"acquire manual skill, exercise creative power, and find a means

of self-expression. " Let us take our car, and 
ride :\Torth to Greta Bridge in Yorkshire, where 
" youth arc boarded, clothed, booked, washed, 
furnished with pocket-money, and provided 
with all necessaries for 20 guineas per annum. 

o (·xtras, no vacations, and diet unparalleled. " 
Here we find 1\lr. \\'ackford 5queers already " going upon thp 
practical mode of te<.ching·' in his clas for spelling and philo­
sophy. 'Vindow-cleaning, horse grooming, and care of plants 
are a regular part of the boys' daily work. " C-L-E-A- , clean, 
verb active, to make bright. to scour. W-I-N, win; D-E-R, 
der, winder, a casement. When a boy knows this out of the 
book, he goes and does it ; that's our system, N ickleby. " Has 
some faint whisper of Pestalozzi, and the new ideals in educa­
tion, t eached even to the ears of this one-eyed, coarse, and 

rumanly Head of Dotheboys' Hall? .\nd his wife has some 
car(' for the boys' health, and must not let the temporary loss 
of her wooden spoon interfere with the hebdomadal dose of 
brimst 'ne and treacle, " to purify the boys' blood. " But when 
we have melltioned these two points in their favour, we have 
nothin<1 but vituperation and obloquy to heap upon the head of 
this \'�rkshire schoolmaster, an ignorant, sordid, brutal man, to 
whom few would have entrusted a horse or a dog. Alas, what 
joy can iife hold for poor l ittle stunted Cobbey, and Bolder and 
5mikt'. in ill-assorted and extraordinary garments, out at knees 
and ('1 bows, in this bare and dirty den? And what hope can 
Nicholas Nickleby entertain of successful ('ffort? Though he is 
not a Mast�r of Arts, and ha certainly never studied nor even 
hNlrd of psycho-analysis, or the "inferioritv comr:lex, " he 
realises in a hazy way what most parents and all educationalists 
of to-day recognise as a fact, and endeavour to carry out in 
pract ise-that joy and happiness is the rightful heritage of every 
child, whcse environment should be one of freedom and beauty. 

50 Nicholas shows his disgust of this child-maiming machine 
by one short and sharp attack on the choolmaster, and then 
quietly departs. An 1 it is  not long before the brutal cupidity of 
5queers leads him to the prison cell. 

Someone says " revenge is sweet " ;  and again it has been 
said that " a boy is  a steam-boiler, and like a steam-boiler, he 
has a safetv valve. and if you sit on that and hold it down, 
you'll have 

-
mischief. " Per'haps we may attribute it to an 

admixture of these causes that when the boys hear of their 
master's fate, they give a compulsory dose of brimstone and 
treacle to 1\I rs. Squeers; reigns pandemonium at Dotheboys' 
Hall for a few hours ; cheers echo and re-echo through the 
building, led by a neighbouring farmer, who addresses the lads 
thus :-" Noo then, let's have yan more to end wi ' ,  and then 
coot off as quick as YOll loike. Tak' a good breath, noo­
Squeers be in jail ,  the school's brokkcn oop-it 's a' ower-past 
and gane-think 0' thot, and let it be a hearty un. H urrah!" 

Poor and unhappy Squeers ! Let us not too much blame 



him. Doubtless his subconscious self was harking back to his 
own miserable childhood, and may it not have been his desire to 
be revenged on a cruel father, that led him to become the gar­
goyle here depicted. 

Oh, gentle M rs. Squeers : if you were really solicitous for 
the boys' best welfare, could you but have known it, a free and 
hearty laugh in the class-room would have done more for them 
than a dozen doses of brimstone and treacle. All boys and girls 
must laugh ; it is  a potent medicine, a natural curative, a sim­
ple and effective panacea " helping to get rid of that psychic 
poison that embitters the life of the pessimist," that blighted 
the youth of those unhappy boys. 

While we are in the North, perhaps we may take the l iberty 
of calling at Lowood Charity School , where we shall see about 
eighty girls, all habited alike in quaint brown stuff frocks, and

with short hair, combed back behind their ears. 
Mr. Brocklehurst, the Patron, a direct contrast 
to vVackford Squeers, is well-educated, gentle­
manlike, plausible, but a sentimental, priggish, 
hypocritical clergyman, whose mission, he as­

serts, is " to mortify the lusts of the flesh " in these l ittle orphan 
girls, and thus " to serve his Maker, whose kingdom is not of 
this world. " 

T n order to feed their poor l ittle souls, he rules that they 
spend I� hours in prayers before they break their fast in the 
morning ; and to mortify the flesh, their food is scanty, often ill 
prepared, and not seldom uneatable ; and their clothes coarse 
and insufficient to keep out the cold. 

Fortunate is it i ndeed for thp school , that thev havp so 
sweet, wise, clever, and sympathetic a head mistres� as M iss 
Temple; though her courage and enterprise on one occnsion 
elicits the grave displeasure of Mr. Brocklehurst :-" Oh, 
Madam, when you put bread and cheese instead of burnt por­
ridge into these children 's mouths, you mny indeed feed their 
vile bodies, but you little think how you star\'e their immortal 
souls. "

What would the fat, rosy, healthy l ittle boys and girls at 
" Zibbard " who somet imes complain of lack of variety and 
short commons, say to-day to the Lowood dietary ; porridge for 
breakfast, often burnt ; for dinner, .. indifferent potatoes, and 
strange shreds of rusty meat, in  gravy, redolent of rancid fat ;"  
and  for tea 'a  small cup  of coffee, and  half a s1ice of  brown bread. 

!-Iue on a stone bench, we may come upon Helen Burns, 
5erious minded, imaginat ive, delicate, intent on the perusal of 
" Rasselas. " But though thoughtful and clever, she is untidy 
and unmethodical, and on this account an object of insistent dis­
like to Miss Sciltcherd, who emphasises the fault most cruellv, 
and in public, and unnecessarily often. 

-

This rouses the indignation and fires the spirit of her litth! 
friend Jane Eyre, who has just entered the school. She declares 
with nn impulse of fury, that she would never endure the indig­
nity of being flogged. The doctrine of endurance which Helen 
Burns recommends is quite foreign to Jane's inclination, and 
quite incomprehensible to her mind, at the present stage of her 
development. But Jane Eyre has grit and determination, if not 
meek endurance; and will pioneer her way through every dim­
cuity, overcome every prejudice, and eventually attain real 
succes . 

vVith what pleasurable anticipation do we look forward to 
the first dish of sweet and delicate green peas! How tI"l iciou' 
is  the taste of our first gooseberry pie! But those who have

partaken of these luxuries at Christmas-time 
kllow tbe disappointment in store. What a 
poor apology for the Summer nature-ripened 
and juicy fruit! How lacking in strength 
and flavour! 

Well, i f  YOll will return to London with me, we will visit 
Dr. Blimber's very expensive, fashionable and select Forcing 
Establishment for ten youn/,! gentlemen, who " go out walking 
in the largest possible shirt collars, and the stiffest possible 
cravats, it is so classical"; and are waited upon at dinner by 
a butler in b1ue coat and bright buttons. 



Here, Briggs and Tozer and Toots, who are nothing more 
than mere sprout s and tlYigs of boys, and need fresh air and 
sunshine and freedom of thought and action, to develop their 
natural buds and blos oms, are crammed and forced by a vigor­
ous course of education. 

Tozer talks in unknown languages in his sleep, and wakes 
with a headache every morn ing; I3riggs wishes he were dead, 
except for his mother, and a pet blackbird he has at home. 
Toots, i t  is said,  \I'hen he began to grow whiskers, left off 
having brains. 

Paul Dombey, a delicate and old-fashioned l i ttle boy, at six 
years of age, entered this establishment, and is the special care 
of M iss Cornel ia  Blimber, short-haired and spectacled, dry and 
dusty, with" 1I'0rking in the gral'es of dead languages. 

Here we see l i t t le Paul this morning, with a pile of lesson­
books, set to read a chapter of ancient history, a few Latin 
declensions, t\l'O or three mathematical problems, and a set of 
questions on General Knowledge. There he will s it  for hours, 
becoming more confu:;ed and giddy, and drowsy and dull, till, 
" at the end of the day, he has an indistinct idea that twenty 
Romuluses make a Remus, and that a verb always agrees with 
an Ancient Briton." 

So the days will go by, and p[lch morning the boys rise to 
resume their studies at 7, under the joint auspices of Dr. 
Blimber and Mr. Feeder, B.A. 

Even when the holidays comt' round, there is nothing that 
can be call<"d a breaking.up; these young pilgri ms to Parnassus 
. .  ooze away semi-annually to their own homes," and Dr. Blim­
ber, encouraged by t11(' applause of parents, prepares to trim his 
swelling sails to the .ame tack next t<"rm, carrying on a system 
that is not only crucle, but disastrous, nnd will end befort' long 
in  shipwreck. For here is "a learned Guy Faux stuffI"C1 with 
scholastic strn\\,," who realises not a whit thnt a boy's greatest 
desire is to discol"er, to ann lyse, to invcstignte, to create ; nnd 
that his education onlv progresses as he has freedom to develop 
Ihese activities. 
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The busine 's and delight of Dr. 13limber's lite is to gorge 
his ten pupils with intell('ctual food that would sat isfy 100, so 
thnt  t here i '  no room, no t ime for pontaneous actil·ities. of mind 
and body, for hobbies and coul1l ry walks, for games and gym­
nastics, for dranlut ics and lnusic, and nOt a nlolnent's leisure 
for thinking and dreaming-some of t he most necessary and 
most precious moments in a child's l ife. 

V,ith what n cri t ical and horrified eye would Dr. Blimber 
have watched the unclassical method that bur boys and girls 
adopt to show joy at the ir  ant ici;)atecl home-return ;  with what 
a grating pain have I is tenpd to t he riotou;; cheering and unre­
strai ned l'Olces, as the molors I'anish up the lane. Nay, our 
entire system would h", e met with his scorn and pity. We 
<'njo)" the free se:f-del'c!opment of a modf'rn English School, 
while he lil'ed, mon'd, anc! had his being among tha shades of 
depaned heroes. 

Six miles from London, on the Dover Road, we come upon 
Salem House, the scene of David Copperfield's school l ife. How 
well we know what to expect behind the high brick wall ! How

familiar Dickens has made us with the bare 
gravelled playground, with the long school room 
smelling of mildewed corduroys and rotten 

books, and occupied by some five-and-forty 
boys, half of II"hom are writhing and crying 
before the day's work begins. Here is the 

Head, old Creakle himself, ugly, fiery-faced, a real Tartar, never 
happier than when slashing and cutting at the boys t i l l  they are 
redLlCecl to a state of abject terror. 

There at his desk in the long schoolroom, in his bright sky 
blue suit,  sits Tommy Tracldles, just recovering from a caning, 
and relieving himself with a burst of  skeletons all over his Latin 
dictionary. Poor Traddles, ",ith his merry good temper, and 
his sprightly pat ience, his unconscious humour, and his  unlucky 
fortune. I have an affection for Traddles, and rejoice that later 
in life a stroke of uncommonly good fortune came his way in the 
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shape of the Curate 's daughter, one of ten, down in De\'onshire 
-" the clearest girl, 1 aSSLlre you , " 

AnJ there, lounging \y tth his back against the wall, and 
surrounded by admir ing boys, i s  J, S teerforth, the parlour­

boarder, the monarch of the school, the only pupil on whom old 
Creakle never ventures to lay a hand, 

How David admires and loves him ! How delightful his 
friendsh ip ! How rreciou s  h i s  approval ! H i s  gay and easy 
laugh, and his handsome face and figure,  hold a k ind of irresis­
t ible enchantment and fascination, to which. David and many 
another later, most naturally yields. 

Among t he admiring throng is sure to be seen young Cop­
perfielcl, who has gained a certain populari ty  in the School 
through his \\cnderful  gift of story-tell ing . 

The bounceable Mr. Sharp and the mild,  ill-used and jaded 
M r. Mell keep some art of lesson hours, and maintain a slug­
g ish rOl \t in� \I' itb the help of cracked slates, tear-blotted copy 
books, and a d irty atmo 'pherc of ink surrounding all. 

But as for proficiency i n  knowledge, encouragement in selt­
expression and self-d iscipline,  l i t t le appears t o  have been 
attempted. \\"hat can one expect from a I-lead who has only 
decided to enter th" Scholastic 'World because hop-dealing has 
brou�ht him to bankruptcy and debt ? 

Absent is any free and happy ; ntercourse between teacher 
and pupil .  :\ b,ent any show of personal interest i n  the boys by 
tIle Head Slaster or h i s  Assistants. Prpsent the all-pprvading 
feeling of an tagonism , d i scipl i ne, pun ishment , checking growth 
and crush i ng initi ative. 

Some good schools undoubted ly  thel'e must have been ; some 
"ducational i<;ts \\'ho um1erstood and 10\'ed the i r  \\'ork, But ho\\' 
little many of these Schoolmasters of 1 00 years ago realised 
",hat they \\'erp "bout. or how responsible a part they were play­
inj:( i n  the df'st i n i('s of the country . 

. \ short sprint brings us back to Sibford and 1922 ; and we 
n at urally ask ourseh'es , do we kno\l' to-day what f'ducation 
should be, and \I'hat \ye hope year by year to turn out from our 

I' I 



Schools, We are far indeed from a t rue concept ion ,  struggling 
still th1'Ough fog and mist ; yet have not some of u s  at  rare 
moments caught g i i mpses of t he hi l ls  beyond, and the sunshine 
glinting upon them, reveal ing golden words of promise and hope, 

\Ve arc ever a\\'are of t he i n adequacy of our premi es ; we 
realise t hat our classrooms are not the Temples of Beauty we 
should like them to be ; and that our methods conti nuaIly need 
revision and refonTI ; yet \ye t ry lo keep in \'ie\v \\'hat we are 
str iv ing after, and what \\ e hope to accompl i sh ,  

We bcl ieve t hat a well-educated boy or g i r l  i s  o n e  who, 
through the l i terature lessons, and the use of a large and oft­
replenished library, has d i scovered a perennial joy i n  reading 
good books, and has l i t tle desire ieft for shi I l ing shockers and 
" Comic Cuts " ;  one who, i n  the H istory and Geography c1as es 
has leal'lled to understand something of the needs, the i n terests, 
and t hc aims of our own and of o t her n a t ion s : and who, by 
combi n i n g  manual work with i n tellect ual ,  has gained a well­
bala:1cec1 and harmonious development of body and m ind, 

We hope that in thc gencral l i fe of our Schools, where re­
prl",sion and punishment ha\'e been reduced to a minimum, our 
scholars are learning t he inestim able value of self-reverence, 
self-knowledge, self-co n t ro l ,  and t he d i \' ine joy of self-forgetful 
!=iervice. 

Then, despising what i s  p a l t ry and base, and loving the 
beautiful  and the good, t hese boys and girl s  will be ready to 
t ake their part a s  useful cit izens i n  t he l i fl" of t he comm u n i t y : 
eager to join those who are helping to u n ify the world, to extend 
Rnd widen i n ternationnl amity, t o  bring about the longed-for 
\Vorld P(,Rce, and \Vorld Pt'ogrl"ss, and the coming of the K i n g­
dom of God upon earth, 

�lay S i bforcl t u rn Ollt  many sllch i n  the futut'e, as wc believe 
i t  has done in the past : fot' \\'C knolV that'  there are among the 
Olel Scholar's not " fell' who are s t r i vi n g  lo\\'nrds this h igh ide<\I, 
a nd \\'ho nre thus upholding a noble tradi t ion for those who 
folio\\' after.

As there was no Old Scholars' Gathering last year, and as 
this year's Gathering was held at Easter, when the child­
ren were away from the School, Mr.  J. T. Harrod very

u R I NG our two years in  South Africa we met five old 

S ibford scholars, and fai led to trace one, M iss Lucy 
Robbins.

He 
tried frui t-farm work , hoping to benefit by the open-air life, but 
founJ it too heavy, and has no\\" a post in the I ntell igence De­
partment at Capeto\\"n Docks. He has recently married, but 
in h is bachelor days o n  t he G root Drakenst ' i n  farm, he and his 
Australian mate gave us a great day in their hut, having them­
selves kil led a fatted cal f  in our honour and superv ised the 
cooking bv the nati\'e girl. The management, however, did 
not allow dist ribut io.l of fruit to v isitors ! 

Old Scholars of 1 886-7 should remember Arthur 'N. Judge , 
whom we saw at East London, if by noth ing else than h is hav­
ing broken his arm. .\fter t ravell ing for o t hers for many years 
he now runs a drapery and outfitt ing busi ness of hi  own ,  and 
married j u s t  a year ago. He has vivid memories of Mrs.

Brett and Thomns \V. Lambeth, both of Durban, were all  three 
nt Sibford i n  the mid-,e\'enties and parly C'ight ies under R ichard 
Routh nnd Robert Oddi£', :\[nrgarpt Cla,·ke. J. S. K.  Pnrsev, T. 
J ackson and H.  T. Pprk in,. 'Va t k i n s  :1nd Brett as schoolboys 
were i nterested in Africa by the talks of Thomson and I saac 
Sharp, and the book s and m i ssionary magazines of schooldays. 
The former went out to farm at Kuysna, but soon gave that up 
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and roved much over Africa with Selons and others, hunt ing 
and prospect ing away up in Khama's Bechuanaland. Later he 
married and had nine children, and now works as an engineer 
fi t ter on the De Beers mines at Kimberley. He is an active 
member of the Baptist Church, and thus renewed his acquaint­
'"nce with Brett. For A. E. B . ,  determined at S ibford to be a 
m issionary , and on hearing Moffatt, fe l t  that Africa called l,im. 
Thus he fou nd his way to Bechuanaland to a Methodist M ission. 
Later he returned to farm ing near Johannesburg, but was drawn 
into the Baptist ministry at Germi ton, Kimberley, and now 
Durban. l l is heart is stil l  in mission work, though health 
re"sons forbid, and as President of the Bapt ist  Union for 1 92 1  
he was only just back from a visit t o  the M i ssions on the Congo 
when we looked him up last J uly. He was planning to arouse 
fresh miss ionary interest throughout Bapt i st churches as the 
spccia l feature of his Pres idency. H i s  son is a house master in 
the large Boys' H igh School at Pretoria. Al though a M iss 
Lambeth had joined his Church near D u rban Beach, and a boy 
Lambeth sang in ·the choir, he had not discovered, unti l  our 
call, that Thnmas W. Lambeth, the head of the Durban Central 
Fire S tation, was h is old schoolfellow. They oon renewed 
acqua intance. T. VI/. L. came to S. Afr ica a quarter of a cen­
tury ago, and "'ou l d  soon have shaken i ts  d u s t  from h is feet 
but that  all his money was stolen ! Then he got into the Fire 
Brigadc, rosP to the top, and will  be due shortly for retirement 
and pension. He hns four children l iving. He would l ike to 
spe a Friends' !\Jeet ing establ ished in  Durban, bL;t he eviden tly 
must not :1ttempt to cross the seas, for even t rying a short coast 
tr ip .  \yhil,t \ye \yere there, he and his boys were shipwrecked at 
t he harbollr mouth ! 

From all these we hnd most hearty welcome, and news of 
S ibford was pagerly sought . If Sibford ians go near them, fear 
not to look thcm lip.

The work of \V. C. Braith\\'aite as  H istorian, Lecturer, 
President of the ,\dult School Union, promoter of I nternational 
Amity, and in other \\'ays, has been so notorious and extensive 
that it is difficult to  real is�  that he also had a great share in 
the modern development of Si bford School.

W. C. Braithwaite's family has been connected with Sib­
ford School since its inception. His  mother gm'c very active 
help both before and after the School was opened in 1 842 : his 
uncle, Jonathnn Gill('lt, \\'as Treasurer for many years : his sis­
ter, M artha B. Baker, was, and his brother, J .  B. Braithwaite 
is, a member of the School Committee : and his widolV, in  addi­
tion to being on the Committee, is now Ch::tirm�n of the 
General Meeting. 



His early and unexpected death deprived Friends of the 
services of a wise counsellor whom it has proved difficult to 
replace.

M A R G A R ET A N N  C L A R K E .  

Macgalet Ann, daughter o f  James and Margaret Clarke, 
was born on the 23rd of February, 1 837, in the Parish of St. 
George, Hanover Square, in the County of Middlesex. 

She was educated at the Friends' School, S ibford, and 
stayed on aflfrlVards for several years as teacher, during the 
time that Richard Routh WRS Superintendent. The latter was 
always addressed as " Master ,"  and his wife as " Governess, " 
and the teachers w�re called by their Christian names in those 
days. 

Margaret was conscientious and persevering in her teach­
ing, and took great pains to help her pupils " to go on into 
perfect ion " in the various subjects she taught. Her conscien­
{iousness showed itself ;n other ways, too. 

One of her old pupils writes of her, " There are very many 
scattered about in different countries who have cause to re­
member her with love and gratitude. I am one of that number 
and shall e\'er think of her with the deepest affection. The last 
time I saw I'er was the dRy I left England for I ndia, in Nov­
ember, 1 879. I t  was a snowy November day, and she had gone 
from Sibford to Gravesend and on board the steamer " Dorinda" 
to say goodbye to her old scholar, taking with her a bunch of 
roses from the School garden. I have some of those roses now. " 

She was exceedingly fond of animals and of her cat " Billy" 
in particular. 
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At the death of Rebecca Routh, Mal'garet took her place 
in the housekeeping department, and ,became M istress of the 
Family ; and on leaving S ibford she filled other useful posts at 
Leighton Park and Lexden Schools. 

Later she spent over 20 years assisting lVI iss Burgess in the 
Friends' Armenian M ission in Constantinople. Here she was 
very interested and happy in her surroundings. She loved 
Constant inople, and its people of all nationalities, its little child­
ren, its horse . dogs and kids. The latter she regularly fed 
from her own meals \\'herever she l ived. 

One dav, when she was at the door of the M ission House, 
taking bread from the baker, there came an earthquake. After­
wards, when asked what the people did, she said, " They ran 
to open spaces , "  and ",hen asked what size did, she replied, 
" I just went on wi th what I was doing," and this was typical 
of her whole l ife. " Dare to do right, dare to be true, you 
have a work that no other can do, " were words she believed 
and acted on. 

When War broke out i t  was thought best for her to return 
to England. On ianding she spent a few weeks at Didcot, and 
then for about five years she lived in the house of F. Dell at 
Sibfocd Gower. 

The last part of her l i fe was spent with a cousin at Notting­
ham, where she had a fall and broke her hip. She was taken 
to the General Ho pitaI and later was moved to Bagthorpe 
I nfirmary. She ne·ver got up after the accident, but bore the 
heat, pain ano weariness patiently to the end. She became in­
crea�ingly ill, and passed peacefully away on the 1 st of August, 
1 92 1 ,  and was laid to rest in the Friends' Burial Ground at 
Sibford. 

To those who knew and loved her the world is poorer 
through her death, but her conscientious, beautiful life of self­
denial and faithfulness to duty is a precious memory, and an 
incentive to follow hEr as she followed Christ.

REPORT OF THE SCHOOL YEAR, from September, 1 92 1 ,  to July, 1 922. 

W E feel t h a t  compared with some present-day, up-to-date. 
weal t hy Schools,  S i bford is but a " small chink-l ighted 
undergrou nd workshop " ;  but to us is given the privi­

lege of being surrounded o n  all sides by earth 's green ancl 
heaven 's own blue ; nnd in spitc of drawbacks a n d  deficiencies, 

" Yct not u n tha nkful ly 
We call t o  mind the fou n t a ins by the way, 
The breath of flowers , and bird-song o n  the spray . " 

Our year of play and work has been a happy one, free from 
i llness, so full of act ivi ties that l it tle t i me is left for l i sten i n g  
to  Satan's prompti ngs to mischief. 

Scarcely a week has passed when we have not welcomed 

some VISitor to lecture or expound. The subjects have been of 
extraord i n ary i n terest and d i versity. M i ssionaries and t ravellers 
have taken us to Mad agascar, C h i na,  Germany, Austria, Green­
l an d  and A rmenia.  A spec i ally delightful visit was that of M r .  
Fang-Lin-Yang, ,,·ho succeeded i n  making u all  love him, and 
his cou ntry and people, d uring h is  five days ' stay amongst us. 

Our subject for special  st udy d u r i ng the two V,'inter terms 
was " \Veav i ng. " vVe all  paid visits to the Shutford plush­
mills : and M r. Gri ffi n  came over and gave us a talk on " Looms 
and Weaving. " M i s s  F. Harlock brought  over some beautiful 
pieces o f  work from her own hand-loom . The boys and girls 
made ·small looms in  the workshop, and basket-weaving was a 
popular hobby. 



The subject for the Summer term was Natural H istory. 
:'\lr. H. :\1. Wall is  and Mr. E. Ashby lectured on Birds ; the for­
mer with the help of clever blackboard illu,trations ;  and the 
latter with scores of beaut iful ,\ustralian pre ·en·ed bird-skins, 
and South ,\merican humming-birds. 

Mr. E. E. u nwin suggested work for holidays beside the 
sea ; and Miss  :\I<lude Robinson talked of Na tural H istory on 
the South Downs, and showed many original flower-paint ings. 

We have studied birds with valuable help from our resident 
Ornitholog ist , .\l r. Thorpe ; and have collected and learned about 
man} local botanical specimens. 

The Nature Room is the home of fishes, tadpoles, frogs, 
and caterpillars ; t\VO baby hm,.],s, fed on school-mice ; and other 
fugitive pets. Our permanent family has been increased by 
" Lynetle ,"  a pretty unhorned variety of " Capra h ircus. " 

\Ve have had more than usual opportuni t ies this year of 
l istening to " music's golden tongue, " and of learn ing to appre­
ciate it. We have studied the early Composers ; acted scenes 
from t he life of Handel, and l istened to the compositions of 
Bach, Handel and Purcel!. Then we have a gramaphone, and 
have enjoyed many quiet half-hours on wet afternoons and 
evenings in the dining-room, l istening to some of the best music. 
T!1e Kreutzer Sonata and Schubert's Unfinished Symphony are 
favourites. 

l\l r. J. J. A ndrews has twice paid us a week-end visit, and 
has charmed us with his beautiful <lnd inspiring songs. Once 
he brought \"; th him his friends Miss Marie Wilson :1nd Mr. 
Pierre Tas, ,,·ho delighted us with instrumental music on piano 
and ";ol in. How fortunate we are to live in this enlightened 
age, when even in a Qunker School we may enjoy the com­
panionship of 

" Music, sphere-descendt-d maid, 
Friend of pleasure, wisdom's aid . "  

'Vc ha ,'e formed a J un ior Branch of the League o f  Nations 

Union, and during the 'Vinter months had several i nterest ing 
meet ings in the drawing-room on Sunday afternoons, visitors 
often joining us in our deliberations. Mr. Thorpe gave us an 
account of the .\iland 1 slands dispute ; and on another occasion 
;\I rs. '\legahy urged the importance of learn ing ESFcranto as a 
step towards international amity and fellowship. 

The Senior Literary Society met once a fortnight. Some 
subjects were : Folk-Lore, illustrated by songs and dances, and 
a Scene from a pl ay, " Pcrscphone " ;  Trials by Ordeal and by 
Jury ; ancl a dcbate, .. Footbal l v. Hockey. " 

During t he Footbal l season the boys played five matches . 
The Banbt.:ry Municipal Boys be:1l ours twice ; but against Tacl­
marton and the Pilgrims we gained victories ; and a match v. 
Brai les 2n':i X l .  ended in a draw. 

The girl beat the Lady Pilgrims 1 1 - 1 ,  and the Banbury 
i\Iun icipal, 5-2 . In a match agai nst Calthorpe H igh School, 
each 5ide shot 3 goals. 

The ,\thletic Sports had to be abandoned owing to the un­
kindness of the elements. 

I n Cri cket, the boys, under the captaincy of C. Blackburn, 
have beaten the Vi llag� boys twice ; but lost against the Old 
Scholars by 4'  runs. 

The girls were beaten by Calt horpe H igh School ; but a 
team of boys and girls beat a similar team from Banbury by 
an innings and -\8 runs. 

Tennis has again been very popular among the Staff, and 
the girls. Four girls haye twice played a tournament against 
the i\I unicipal School, and though on both occasions they have 
suffered defeat, yet, considering the d ifference in size and age, 
their play was very creditable. Ella Harding and Beatrice Her­
bert have some particularly good strokes. 

The swimming-bath has been used more than for the past 
seven or eight years ; quite a number of boys and girls can swim 



well, and several beginners have "done the length, "  and earned 
one shilling. 

Saturday afternoon detention is now a thing of the past. 
Good conduct half-holidays have taken its place. During the 
year there have been three of these ; one of which was occupied 
with hockey tournaments, and the other two with a picnic to 
Whichford, or to -\lkerton and Shenington. The former was 
made i nto a whole day outing, to celebrate the winning of 
transference scholarships by Florence Painter and Irene Yar­
wood. Other picnics have been to Traitors' Ford, once in Oc­
tober, and again on J une sth, with all Old Scholars who turned 
up ; and the annual excursion to Edge j-fill proved of special 
interest, as many of us we'lt to i nspect the new railway which 
is climbing a steep hill between Edge H ill and Ratley. 

Two visits from Pilgrims have been greatly enjoyed ; the 
Ladies came in November, and the Men in March. On both 
occasions we won the match ; on both we were entertained on 
Saturday evening by the visitors ; joined by them on our Sun­
day walks, and addressed at the Sunday evening service. 

One of the most unique and instructive programmes we 
have had was when M r. Southall and his party came. Dressed 
as an Eastern shepherd, he introduced his helpers, all in Orien­
tal co.,tume. They played antique musical instruments, acted 
old ceremonies, and brought before us a whole pageant of 
Biblical customs ; closing with a most impressive scene of the 
Shepherd rejoicing over his sheep that had been lost and was 
found. 

Ch8nges on the Staff have been many on the Girls' side ; 
on the Boys', nil. I n  September M iss Ada Lindsey came as 
Senior and English Mistress, M iss Elsie Wright as Domestic 
Science Mistress, and Miss Al ice Nightingale as Secretary. I n  
January M i s s  U rsula Burt came from Sidcot as Student­
Teacher ; and in  M ay Miss Beatrice Ramage succeeded Miss 
Nightingale. 

General Meeting was held on June 16. There was the 
usual exhibition of fini hed articles in wood, metal and clay ; 
paintings, basket-work, and needlework were also on show. All 
the scholars were at work for an hour after dinner, drawing, 
singing, cooking, map-making, and at various other crafts. 
This was followed by a Concert on the Girls' Lawn, the subject 
being : " M usic and Measures of Olden Time, " to which were 
added three Scenes representing Sibford schooldays seventy 
years ago. 

It was curious to come back in May, having the Old 
Scholars' Re-union already in retrospect. We had, however, 
the pleasure of a visit from a cricket team captained by Mr. C. 
E. Brady at Whitsuntide. After the picnic on Monday they gave 
us a splendid entertainment. A row of historical statues were 
introduced to uS one by one : perhaps Mr. Arnold Kaye as 
Boadicea caused most uproar. An original storyette by H. J .  
Randall, ent itled " Treacle at Sibford, " delighted the School. 

Lastly, we must record the passing to a wider sphere of 
service of W. C. Braithwaite, for many years a true and valu­
able friend to the School. The intluence of his beautiful life 
still remains, and we real ise the truth of Longfellow's words : 

" So, when a great man dies, 
For years beyond our ken,

THE FUTURE OF SIBFORD SCHOOL.-m. 

A
LT H OUG H two years have pas ed since the Board of 

Education expressed its will i ngness to recognise Sibford 
School for the purposes of the Teachers' Superannuation 

Act, no sati sfactory result has trnn spired, owing to the embargo 
of the Treasury 011 any new national expenditure. The School 
has made arrangements to carry out its share of the agreement ,  
by raising the leadng age o f  the pupils. An extra Form i s  to 
be pro\'ided at the top of the School in eptember, ' 922. French 
wa in troduced into one Form in ' 92 1 ,  and is t o  be extended 
immediately to two others. There is talk of introducing the 
lowest Form to the study of Esperanto, on account of its educa­
t ional \'alue as well as for promot i ng interest in an interna­
t ional outlook. I t may be asked, how the e de\'elopments can 
be brought into effect with tlw presE'nt restricted bui lding ac·  
commodation. Great difficulties will  undoubtedly occur,  but 
there is  an encouraging prospect that some day a sound scheme 
of pnlargement will be put in hand. The future will depend 
much on ,,'hat particular political party gets into power at the 
next ('Iection. Old Scholars may perhap consider this question 
carefully before recording their votes. 

In internal management the tend('ncy at Sibford, as in most 
modern Schools, is towards Splf-governmpnt. This, however, 
<lops not mean gO\'ernment by Pref('cts, but rather a sustained 
.. ITort on the part of the Staff and Pupils to work in harmony for 
till' de\'elopment of the good qualitips of each indiddual. It is 
" mor d i fficult task than the old schpme of repression, com­
monl�' called " discipl ine, " in most schools provocative of 
'ubtprranean rumblings, leading ultimately to volcanic eruptions 
of " destructive type. For some years Sibford has gradually 
b"('n \\'orking its way towards fr('edom of choice, as the best 
t rain ing in choosing rightly. The latest stage reachpd was the 
nbolition of " Detention " in the Summer term of '922 ; extra 
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half-holidays can still be earned by a high average standard of 
freedom from mi sdemeanours. The re ults of a term's working 
on this plan are so satisfactory that we can expect even better 
results with a longer experience. J. T. H.

These have smali rings fixed at the top for attaching to 
watch chains, necklaces, etc. Special orders can be executed 
for br:loche.; (a �old badge fastened to a gold safety pIn) at 22/6 
each ; and for bracelets (a gold badge without the r ing on top, 
but with side fi t t ings, fastened on to moire silk with a gold 
clasp) at 3' /6 each. 

1 n sIze the bad;:(e is  slightly smaller than a shilling piece. 
On the obverse side are the four letters S . O.S .A. and an excel­
lent l eproduction of the old Elm as i t  was fifteen years ago. 
There is no v iew of Tyne H ill or Sibford Gower in the d istance, 
and no Old Scholats are depicted as sitting on the Elm seat ; 
but !n other respects the engraving is perfcet. On the reverse 
side is the l\[otto of the Association : " Ye Menne of Sheep­
ford wfndath whithersoever they wilen. " The significance of 
this motto is g iven in R. B. Oddie's Presidential Address of 
1 907-" . . . . . .  there is ancient record of the sturdy character of 
its .ons . . . . . . . . .  they being free men whilst their neighbours were 
in a state of villenage or serfdom. " 

These badges are already being worn in America and New 
Zealaad, and it is hoped that the issue of this Report will cause 
the infection to spread to other continents. 

In addition to deciding on di tinctive badges, Old Scholars 
at Easter appointed a sub-committee to decide on colours for 
S.O.S.A.  t ies. The members of this committee were, with one 
exception, experts with artistic eyes, and after considering a 
variety of colour combinations, they submItted a design which 
at once met ""ith approval. This design consists of the two 
School colours, blue and gold, with the addi tion of a third, 
Quaker grey, to make the tie distinctly an S.O. S.A. article.
